A Word from the Shire President
At present Dalwallinu is a hive of activity. The works crew are well into the 
upgrade of Railway Parade, Memorial park and surrounds. Other work 
being undertaken is the toilet at the cemetery and the hockey change 
rooms and pavilion which are progressing well.
Hopefully there has been a little bit of rain from Cyclone Lincoln though 
not as much as we would have liked. Good to see a break in the heat 
systems that we have been enduring and hopefully this could be the start 
of a change to the pattern. The native vegetation would really enjoy a 
drink and some cooler weather. The 30 mls received from thunderstorms 
on the weekend should do wonders for the playing fields and provide run 
off to start replenishing the dams.
Soon we will see some more communication towers being erected. These 
will be for data transfer only and I don’t know if this will give greater 
coverage but we can only hope.

Telstra will be switching 3G off in 
mid-2024, which means you may 
need to upgrade your device.

Telstra has announced the 3G 
network it introduced in 2006 will 
be switched off in the next five 
years to free up spectrum for the 
rollout of the 5G network.
The network will be switched off in 
June 2024, but between now and 
then Telstra will have to upgrade 
its 4G coverage to ensure regional 
customers in an area totalling 

around 770,000 square kilometres 
across Australia don’t lose network 
access.  While this area is almost 
a third of the total area Telstra 
covers, the telco said only a very 
small percentage of customers 
would be affected.
